Alouette Lake (Map 3/A1–13/D7) 9
Alouette Lake is a large lake that is the main feature within Golden Ears Pro-
vincial Park. The lake has benefited from a fertilization program that aids the 
intensive stocking program. With the fertilization, the kokanee numbers have 
picked up and as a result the size of the cutthroat, rainbow, Dolly Varden and 
lake trout have shown improvements. Some of the lake trout can grow to 
over 10 kg (22 lbs) and are caught by trolling a plug below the 60 feet (18 
metre) level. The other species can be found by trolling along the drop-offs at 
one of the creek estuaries or in one of the many bays. The lake is very deep 
(up to 130 metres/423 feet deep) and the fish can be scattered. 

Alta Lake (Map 29/E5)
Alta Lake is the biggest of a chain of lakes found in the heart of Whistler and 
produces the best fishing in the valley. Recent reports boast of cutthroat to 
60 cm (24 in) that are being caught on sinking lines around the weed beds, 
near docks and around the drop-offs using minnow imitation flies. Rainbow 
to 30 cm (12 in) are also fairly active, while kokanee and dollies also roam 
the lake but in smaller numbers. The lake is glacier fed and the fishing is best 
in June to early July particularly near the inflow and outflow creeks (south and 
north ends of the lake). Fishing is much more effective from a boat or float 
tube, but be wary of sudden winds that can blow up. There is also a spring/
fall speed restriction of 12 km/h (7 mph).

Alpha Lake (Map 29/E5) 9
This lake is found in Whistler, to the south of the larger Alta Lake. It is home 
to substantial development on its shores. The main public access points are 
from the Valley Trail and Alpha Lake Park, which are both found on the east 
side of the lake. The lake still offers some good fly-fishing in June and early 
July for fair sized trout, while trolling (electric motors only) can produce a few 
small kokanee and Dolly Varden. 

Anderson Lake (Map 37/B1)
This large lake is accessed from D’Arcy or Seton Portage. The lake offers 
good fishing for rainbow and dollies mainly by trolling. There are a number 
of private residences that line the lake.

Anne Lakes (Map 12/B3) 
Located in Pinecone Burke Provincial Park, Anne Lake is reached by a 6 km 
hike along a logging road and trail. Little Anne Lake is located north of Anne 
Lake. Given the rough road access, bringing a boat into the lakes is a chal-
lenge. The lakes (and road) are not ice free until early May. At this time, the 
small rainbow are quite aggressive. Fishing should remain steady through 
the summer and into the fall.

Belknap Lake (Map 12/B3) 
This small lake is the first lake on the trail to Anne and Joseph Lakes. The 
remote access allows for some good fishing for generally small rainbow, 
especially after the lake opens up in spring. 

Birkenhead Lake (Map 36/D3) 
Birkenhead Lake is home to a provincial park complete with a beach, boat 
launch and camping facilities. The lake contains fair numbers of rainbow, dol-
lies, kokanee and whitefish. Trolling is the mainstay of the lake with the best 
time to fish being in the early summer or fall. The water is surprisingly clear, 
making fly-fishing exciting when you see a fish rise. Private cabins are found 
along the northwest shore of the bigger lake. While there is a trail along the 
western shore, there are very few places that are open enough to fish from. 

Black Lake (Map 46/A4)
This lake is located on West Redonda Island and receives very little fishing 
pressure. To reach the lake, you must boat to Roscoe Bay Marine Park and 
then bushwhack your way in. Once you reach the lake, try trolling or fly-
fishing for the cutthroat that reach 2 kg (4.5 lbs). There is a tenting site in 
the marine park.

Blackwater Lake (Map 36/F3) 9
Blackwater Lake is indeed dark coloured but clear lake located just east of 
D’Arcy. It is stocked annually with rainbow, which allows the fishing to remain 
steady for fairly small fish, though the lake is prone to winterkill. Your best 
bet is to fly fish or spincast from a boat or a float tube during the spring or 
fall. There is a recreation site with camping on the northeast end of the lake. 

Blue Earth Lake (Map 39/D2) 
Protected by parkland, this lake is located south of Upper Hat Creek on the 
Earth Lake Road (2wd access). The lake is not overly popular despite its sce-
nic surroundings, crystal-clear water and prominent shoals. It offers a good 
fishery for rainbow trout to 1 kg (2 lbs) by fly-fishing or trolling. There is rustic 
camping and a place to launch small boats at the lake.

Blue [Fishblue] Lake (Map 33/D7) 9
Located in the Fraser Canyon, north of Boston Bar, Blue Lake is more nutrient 
rich than lakes farther south and west. The fishing starts in late April and tails 
off in early July for rainbow, which are stocked annually. By September, the 
fishing picks up again in this low elevation lake and continues into November. 
The small lake is a decent fly-fishing lake with a resort to base your activities. 

Bob’s Lake (Map 8/D2)
This small Texada Island lake is home to a recreation site and small rainbow 
trout. The lake is best fished in the spring and fall as shallow waters warm 
significantly during summer. 

Botanie Lake (Map 39/D6)
This lake is accessed by the Botanie Valley Road north of Lytton. It provides 
decent fishing for rainbow, but access is limited as the lake lies on an Indian 
Reserve (private property).

Brohm Lake (Map 22/C4) 9
Brohm Lake is located next to Highway 99 and receives heavy fishing pres-
sure throughout the year. The lake contains lots of Gammarus shrimp and 
chironomids, which feed the stocked rainbow, cutthroat and dollies. You can 
take advantage of the small hand launch, though it is possible to fish from 
shore. The number of trout stocked here has decreased in the last few years, 
presumably to encourage the natural cutthroat trout population. 

Brown Lake (Map 20/C6) 
A small lake found next to the trail leading to Skookumchuck Narrows that has 
been stocked with cutthroat in the past. Rumour has it that some of these fast 
growing fish top the scales at 7 kg (17 lbs). That’s a big fish for such a small 
lake and more likely than not just an angler’s tale. More recent (and more 
reliable) reports indicate the fish average 25–30 cm (10–12 inches) in size. 

Browning Lake (Map 11/B1) 9
Located in Murrin Provincial Park next to Highway 99, this small lake is 
stocked frequently with 20–25 cm (8–10 inch) rainbow. It is not uncom-
mon to see several fishermen lining the shores as you drive past on the way 
to (or from) Squamish. The lake is stocked with catchable-sized fish, which 
are usually fished out by the end of the year. The lake is blessed with a nice 
day-use area.

Buntzen Lake (Map 12/A7) 9
Buntzen Lake is a BC Hydro Reservoir, and is subject to dramatic and sudden 
changes in water level, although at 200 metres (650 feet) deep, you won’t 
have to worry about them draining the lake dry. The lake is easily accessed 
from Ioco and is a very popular recreational area. Anglers will find stocked 
rainbow, cutthroat, dollies and kokanee, all averaging about 30 cm (12 
inches) in size. Since there is a powerboat restriction, it is best to bring a 
float tube or canoe and try spincasting or fly-fishing from the edges of the 
lake. The lake has steep drop-offs and a trail circles the lake making shore 
fishing quite easy. 

Burnaby Lake (Map 1/G2)
Located in central Burnaby, this lake has a few fish to tease ardent anglers. It 
is not a destination type lake but if you are out paddling with the family why 
not bring a fishing rod along and try for carp. 

Burkholder Lake (Map 43/C1)
Located to the west of Yalakom River, this small lake receives light fishing 
pressure. As a result, it offers some good fly-fishing for small rainbow. 

Butterfly Lake (Map 22/B2)
Difficult access makes this small lake a very good fly-fishing destination. Rainbow 
average 25 cm (10 inches) in size and are best caught in the spring and fall. 

Callaghan Lake (Map 29/B3) 
Accessed by the Callaghan Forest Road southwest of Whistler, this bigger 
lake provides decent fishing for rainbow to 1 kg (2 lbs). Given the high 
elevation, the fishing starts in early summer and continues through to the 
fall. Trolling is the primary method of fishing. The scenic lake is now part 
of a provincial park complete with a rustic camping area and boat launch. 
The lake was once stocked, but the rainbow trout have established a self-
sustaining population. 

Campbell Lake (Map 4/F1) 
Campbell Lake is a small, shallow lake, found in the mountains west of 
Harrison Hot Springs. The lake can be accessed by a rough 4wd road, then 
a short hike in. Alternately, you can access it via a long hike from Harrison 
Hot Springs. The lake contains a few small rainbow best caught in the early 
spring or late fall.
